We were absolutely delighted to host the annual Altrincham Schools 
Cross Country Series this autumn, once again expertly organised by the 
dedicated team at Altrincham and District Athletics Club (ADAC).

The series, comprising three challenging races, saw a record turnout, 
drawing support from local primary and secondary schools across the 
borough and as far as Stalybridge. A highlight this year was welcoming 
teams from North Cestrian School to compete in the senior events. Our 
second race alone saw a staggering 400+ athletes take to the course, 
the largest number in the event’s history.

A hugely popular new addition was the Keystage 1 400m dash, giving 
children as young as four their first taste of the cross-country 
experience. The notoriously challenging course, set in the beautiful park, 
was once again a major talking point.

The entire series is powered by the incredible commitment of ADAC 
volunteers, to whom we extend our deepest gratitude, as well as our 
own 'Friends' group who ensured a steady supply of refreshments. We 
are also profoundly grateful to Peter Waterson from Watersons Estate 
Agents, whose generous sponsorship makes this series possible.

This year, we were thrilled to welcome former Olympian Lynsey Sharp. 
Lynsey provided fabulous encouragement to the young athletes and 
presented the prizes. She and her husband, fellow Olympian Andrew 
Butchart, have recently moved into our local community and often use 
the park for their own training.

We look forward to hosting this fantastic event again in 2027.
